Under the Direction Of (UDO) Medicaid Requirements
For Occupational Therapy (OT) / Physical Therapy (PT) Services



1) Documents sufficient to show that supervision was provided by a NYS licensed, currently registered OT/PT to a certified OTA/PTA provider.  

2) Documents reflecting the nature and extent of the direction and supervision of beneficiary care by a qualified OT/PT.  

a. Documents sufficient to show that the qualified OT/PT met with the child at the beginning of the IEP period and periodically thereafter.

b. Documents sufficient to show that the OT/PT was available for consultation to provide direction to the certified OTA/PTA service provider.

c. Documents sufficient to show that the OT/PT and the certified OTA/PTA service provider met as necessary for the OT/PT to provide supervision and direction to the certified OTA/PTA service provider.

d. Documents sufficient to show the OT’s/PT’s review of the certified OTA’s/PTA’s session note.  

e. Documents sufficient to show the OT’s/PT’s review of the student’s IEP and the certified OTA’s/PTA’s schedule to confirm that the child is scheduled to receive all of the OT/PT services recommended on the child’s IEP.

f. Documents sufficient to show any assessments or evaluations performed by the OT/PT of the child’s OT/PT impairment or disability.  

g. Documents sufficient to show the OT’s/PT’s involvement in deciding the type and extent of the OT/PT services to be provided to the child.  

h. Documents sufficient to show the OT’s/PT’s involvement in preparing the treatment plan for the child.  

i. [bookmark: _GoBack]Documents sufficient to show the OT’s/PT’s involvement in monitoring or evaluating the progress of the OT/PT services being provided by the OTA/PTA to the child.  

j. Documents sufficient to show the performance appraisals and evaluations by the OT/PT of the OTA/PTA services to the child.

k. Documents sufficient to show the OT’s/PT’s observation of the OT/PT services rendered by the OTA/PTA to the child.

l. Documents sufficient to show meetings between the OT/PT and OTA/PTA (especially, those meetings in which the OT/PT and OTA/PTA discussed the OT/PT services rendered or to be rendered to the child).

m. Documents sufficient to show any Committee on Special Education (CSE) documents (including, but not limited to, CSE notes, minutes or records of meetings) that reflect any direction by the OT/PT to the OTA/PTA to assure that the appropriate OT/PT services were prescribed and provided based on the child’s impairment or disability.

n. Documents sufficient to show any kind reflecting supervision or direction by the OT/PT to the OTA/PTA to assure that appropriate OT/PT services were prescribed and provided on the child’s impairment or disability.
